The Florida SeniorFest is a task force of people consisting of central Florida ELCA churches, 

LCMS (Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod), ALOA (Association of Lutheran Older Adults), 

Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, Lutheran Services Florida and Village on the Isle (Venice)  that 

are interested in starting ministries for senior citizens and run by senior citizens. Just because you 

have retired doesnôt mean you have give up doing what you may have done in your professional 

life. You can help others with your expertise, and something that can bring your churchôs name to 

the forefront. 

 

Some of the ministries that have been started are as listed: 1) Providing daycare for youth, 2) 

Seniors helping reading for other seniors that have eye problems that preclude them from enjoying 

a book, 3) seniors sponsoring a youth sports team, 4) having a quilters group, 5) tutoring school stu-

dents. Schools are always looking for volunteers to help students with subjects that he/she may be 

having difficulty with. Your help may help a student go from failing a course to a student passing a 

course with flying colors. 6) Teach people how to play an instrument or 

how to sing, 7) if one can and wants to, buy a ticket for a youth to a Christian program.; 8) negoti-

ate a buying club with a big discount store. Usually this requires several churches going in together 

as stores will not help a single congregation, but may work with several churches; 9) teach a course 

in something that you have a great interest in, i.e. if one was an insurance agent, you might be able 

to help someone buy the insurance they really need and not have to pay for stuff they really donôt 

need but ñstrangerò agents want to push on a person so he/she may make a larger profit, etc.. 

Maybe if you are into genealogy, there may be others who are interested but donôt know where to 

begin, 10) Parish Nurse program- Atonement has a retired RN that is interested in starting a pro-

gram. Anyone that was in the medical field, if interested, see Pastor Scott and he will put you in 

touch 

with the right person.  This list can go on and on. It is NOT limited to what I have written down. If 

you have an idea, run it passed Pastor Scott and then go for it. 

 

The Florida SeniorFest is sponsoring 4 conferences in February. The dates are: Monday Feb. 8, 

in Leesburg; Tuesday Feb. 9 in Bradenton; Friday Feb. 12 in Haines City, and Saturday Feb. 13 

in Boca Raton. 

 The cost is $30.00/person if you register now. At the door the cost is $35.00. Registration fee in-

cludes lunch. Registration begins at 8:30 am. 

 

The Leesburg conference that I will be attending will have as a keynote speaker: Dr. Charles Muel-

ler, a distinguished pastor, former President of the Southeastern District, LCMS. 

There will be other exhibits and workshops, crafts, exercise, speakers, health issues, etc.
